L kequirements for Applicants

You must interview and report on a Vietham Era Veteran (defined as a Veteran who
served in the U.S. Armed Forces on active duty, other than for training purposes, in the
Republic of Vietnam between February 28, 1961 and May 7, 1975 or in any duty loca-
tion between August 5, 1964 and May 7, 1975. NOTE: Verification of the Veteran's mil-
itary service may be required.)

You must submit an essay of at least 1,000 but not more than 1,500 words with
1. a brief biography of the Veteran including the Veteran’s Branch of Service,
Military Unit, dates of active military service, AND
2. what you feel are the most important things you learned from your interview of
the Veteran and why.

You must include, separate from the essay, a short biography highlighting your school
and community involvement, scholastic achievements, and future goals.

NOTE: Spelling, grammar, and punctuation will be considered.

*Vietnam Veterans of America South Bay Chapter 53 will award scholarships of $1,000
to selected college- or technical-school-bound South Bay area high school seniors.
