rehabilitation of owner-occupied single family dwellings in
need of repairs. Qualified homeowner may apply for

improvements to be made to their property such as:

Roofs * Windows ¢ Exterior & Interior Paint
HVAC Systems » Bathroom & Kitchen Improvements

Removal of Code Violations * Health and Safety Repairs

To qualify for the grant and loan, the applicant’s household
income cannot exceed 80% of the area Median Income
(AMI), the property must be owner-occupied and be located
within the Hawthorne City limits.
