Groundbreaking Ceremony For North East Hawthorne Mobility Project

City of Hawthorne’s Public Works Department held a
ground breaking ceremony on Feb. 13th for the North
East Mobility Improvement Project. The top priority for
this project is to improve safety; including upgrading all
ramps to ADA, resurfacing all the asphalt, driveway
improvements, sidewalks, curb and gutter. In addition,
over 500 parking T’s, re-striping, and 500,000 square feet
of new pavement will also be upgraded. This project is
being funded mostly through the Measure M grant and is
expected to be completed by December 2024.

Sewer Main Improvements

A sewer main on Marine Ave. and Yukon Ave. is being
upsized to replace its infrastructure, such as putting in
bigger pipes with more water capacity for future
developments and making sure that the infrastructure
lasts longer, eliminating the roots and broken pipes.
It’s also being updated with reinforced concrete. The
project is expected to be completed by March.

As of now, drivers should avoid going through that
construction area Monday through Friday from 7:00am
to 3:30pm.

HPD BolaWrap

The Hawthorne Police Department demonstrated a new
tool in their belt that helps expand their crisis
intervention techniques with new technology. The
BolaWrap is a remote restraint solution that proactively
helps prevent escalation and reduces the use of force
by deploying a cord to restrain non-compliant
individuals. This device launches a 7.5 Kevlar cord from

a range of 10 to 25 feet, that then wraps and hooks onto
the subjects clothing.

HPD officers say it’s been an effective new tool for

them since fall of last year.
